Jenny feels that, by being active in her community, she is showing all people that having a disability does not have to limit a person. In order to demonstrate this, she is very active in her local community in Wichita where she has served as a Girl Scout Troop Leader for four years and is also very active with Wheelchair Sports, Inc. One of Jenny’s biggest goals is to be a good role model for the disability community. She plans to stay active in the future and continue to live life to the fullest!
Jenny will serve as a role model and spokesperson for people with disabilities in Kansas in the coming year. She will strive to educate, advocate, and empower all people in our state. Jenny will have the opportunity to travel throughout Kansas educating various groups about the issues of importance to people with disabilities. She will share her platform of “Leading by Example: Mom on a Mission” with Kansans of all ages.
